The humorous radio spot features Hyperbolic co-owner, Julian Rebolledo, a voiceover talent 
in his own right, as the announcer and a character called Vincenzo, who translates the 
English announcement into Latin, with the chant-like reverence of an official Vatican 
benediction. The unexpected twist at the end of the commercial brings home the message of 
this spot, and drove record numbers of viewers to the site.  The radio spot--a YouTube 
favorite--introduced a fresh and irreverent message that set the tone for the channel's 
subsequent transition into NET, a re-branded network tailored to a more contemporary 
demographic.   
 
The NET campaign, which had the blessing of The Diocese's TV arm, employs a thoughtful, 
comprehensive marketing strategy that reinforces its message through a wide range of 
mediums, including radio spots, MySpace and Facebook pages, a web site 
(www.StopGoodTV.com) and bus wraps. 
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
